3  Rough opening of all windows, skylights and doors w/ glazing – for doors where glazing < 50% of rough opening, use 
glazing rough opening; for doors where glazing > 50% of rough opening, use door rough opening. 
4 Walls utilizing steel studs must use corrected values.  Values in table reflect wood framing members only. 
5 Ceiling – roof insulation may be R-22 as long as the vertical height of the vaulted ceiling is no more than 24 inches. 
6  The area of the vaulted ceiling cannot exceed 1/3 of total ceiling area.
