The complete application package for an Outdoor Festival Permit must be submitted at least 60
days prior to the first day of the event. If you answer “YES” to all the following questions, then
you must complete this application:

1. Will the event involve “Amplified Sound?”

2. Is the location of the event within the City of Arlington other than a City Park? and

3. Are any of the performers or any of the audience to be located outside of a permanent
structure?

The following terms are applicable:

“Amplified sound” — music, speech or sound projected by artificial means (amplifiers, loud
speakers, etc.) that is distinctly discernible at a distance of more than 100 feet beyond the
property line of the event location.

“Promoter” —any person, firm or corporation who attempts to organize, promote or solicit funds
for the organization or promotion of an outdoor festival by advertisement to the public.

“Performer” — any person using or operating the amplified sound equipment.

Processing the application:

1. Complete all blanks on the application package. An incomplete application package will not be
processed.

2. Provide all submittal information that is requested.

3. Pay the $150.00 permit fee, non-refundable with application.

4. The application will be routed and reviewed by several departments to include Police, Fire,
Health, Building Inspections, Transportation, Environmental, Risk Management and Convention
Center Departments as applicable. Each of the departments may contact you individually to
request and/or clarify information. Each of the departments may establish conditions of approval.

5. Each reviewing department will reply to the Building Official with approval;, approval with
conditions; or, denial.

6. The Building Official will respond to the applicant and will approve the application within fifteen
(15) days of the filing of the application.

7. Denials will be in writing. Denials may be appealed and instructions for the process will be
included in the denial letter.

CRIMINAL PENALTIES FOR MAKING FALSE STATEMENTS

Any person convicted of making false statements shall be fined not more than $1,000 or imprisoned for not more than 180 days, or both.
A person commits the offense of making false statements if that person willfully makes a false statement that is in fact material, in writing,
directly or indirectly, to any instrumentality of the City of Arlington government, under circumstances in which the statement could
reasonably be expected to be relied upon as true.

Note to applicant: There may be conditions and/or situations where your application may be denied
or you may be requested to make some scheduling adjustments. Following is a list of basis of denial in
certain situations.

a. False or misleading information is contained in the application or required information is omitted;
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b. The promoter does not have sufficient financial backing or stability to carry out the preparations
specified in the application or to insure the faithful performance of his agreements;

c. The preparations specified in the application are insufficient to protect the community or the persons
attending the event from health dangers or to avoid violations of V.T.C.A., Health and Safety Code,
Section 341;

d. The times and place for the event create a substantial danger of traffic or pedestrian congestion and
disruption of other lawful activities;

e. The preparations specified in the application are insufficient to limit the number of persons in
attendance at the event to the maximum number stated in the application;

f. The promoter does not have adequate agreements with performers to insure with reasonable
certainty that the persons advertised to perform will appear;

g. The preparations specified in the application fail to meet the requirements for a Certificate of
Occupancy and all other requirements of the applicable Chapters of the Code of the City of
Arlington, including but not limited to the provisions of the "Fire Code" and "Zoning" Chapters of
Code of Ordinances;

h. The event would violate any applicable federal, state or municipal law;

I. The preparations fail to meet the conditions which the Building Official has required pursuant to the
application;

j-  The proposed event would conflict with another Outdoor Festival Event;
k. The applicant has failed to pay past fees associated with an Outdoor Festival; and/or,

. The applicant has committed two or more violations of a provision of this article within the previous
