


RENOVATION - (Continued) 2005 Park Bond Recommended Projects

R12 - Cliff Nelson Recreation Center ($200,000) Renovations
include enclosing an area on the first floor to develop an
additional room and reconstructing the wooden deck with
awning on the southwest side of the building.

R13 - HAD Dunswaorth Park ($30,000) Improvements include

the addition of a basketball court.

R14 - Harold Patterson Sports Center Renovation ($950,000)
Renovations include replacement of two existing irrigation
pumps, parking lot repairs, and the relocation and recon-

struction of two soccer fields.

R15 - Dottie Lynn Recreation Center ($300,000) Renovations
include architectural improvemenis to the building exterior,
enclosing the game room/vending area on first floor for
class usage, renovating the kitchen and additional parking.

R16 - Stovall Park ($150,000) Improvements include additional

parking.

R17 - Clarence Foster Park ($50,000) Improvements include
additional lighting along the existing asphalt trail.

R18 - Bowman Spring ($25,000) Improvements include a new
pedestrian walkway from Poly Webb Road info park.

R19 - Thora Hart Park ($50,000) Improvements include adding
a retaining wall along Green Oaks Blvd. to correct an

erosion problem.
