Political Sign Restrictions

NO NOTIFICATION WILL BE GIVEN PRIOR
TO REMOVING ANY ILLEGALLY PLACED
POLITICAL SIGN

NOTICE: An Election Judge’s jurisdiction is from the 100’ distance
marker into the building. Election Judges can remove an illegal sign
outside this jurisdiction, if they so desire. City of Arlington Code
Enforcement personnel and City of Arlington, AISD, MISD or KISD
employees have the authority to remove illegal signs outside the
100’ distance marker located on school or city property.

No temporary signs larger than six (6) square feet (2'x3’) within the property lines
of property in which a polling place is located - beginning when a poll opens for
early voting and election day voting and ending when the poll closes or the last
voter has voted, whichever is later.

No signs on or over any street, alley, park, light standard, utility pole, fire hydrant
or other object or structure situated on public property.

No signs with any structural support on or within any street right-of-way,
parkway, alley, public sidewalk, park or other public property.

No signs projecting into any area within twenty-four (24”) inches of the back of
the street curb or edge of a roadway.

No signs within street right-of-ways and medians. Ten (10’) feet from the back of
street curbs is considered to be right-of-way for the purpose of enforcement.

No signs within 7’ x 60’ visibility triangles at street intersections. The dimensions
are measured from property lines (not street curbs).

No signs larger than thirty-two (36) square feet or higher than eight (8’) feet.

No sound amplification devises within 1,000 feet of a polling place.

Political signs at Polling Locations must be
removed immediately after the polls close.

Other political signs must be removed within
10 days of the conclusion of an election.
