PROPOSITION 3 
LIBRARIES  $500,000

East Arlington Branch Library Expansion $500,000
This funding will provide for the expansion and renovation of 
the East Arlington Branch Library.  The renovation would add 
approximately 1,000 square feet of space to the building and 
would reallocate current space to meet the projected needs 
for additional computer lab and classroom instruction space.  

PROPOSITION 4 
FIRE $9,090,000

Station #9 Reconstruction  $3,470,000
This provides for the relocation of Fire Station #9 from its cur-
rent location on South Cooper Street to a less-traveled street 
on City-owned property. 

Fire Station Remodel Projects  $5,620,000
This project will remodel Fire Stations 5, 10, 11, and 12 in 
order to provide separate sleeping and restroom facilities for 
both genders, and to repair or remodel facilities that have 
deteriorated over time.  

PROPOSITION 5 
PUBLIC WORKS (Drainage) $12,000,000

Rush Creek Improvements  
(South of SH303) $12,000,000
This project provides construction funding to implement 
channel improvements to reduce the risk of structural flood-
ing in the area.  This project is currently in the design phase.

The amounts identified for each project listed are estimated amounts and the City of Arlington may reallocate 
the amounts among the various projects listed or substitute other projects of a similar nature in accordance 

with the respective bond proposition.
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
