However, owners 
of single family residential properties on which graffiti has been placed can request 
that their property be included by downloading and submitting the waiver, or by 
calling the Community Services Department at 817-459-6777.  Submitting the 
waiver form does not guarantee inclusion in this Beautify Arlington 
painting project, but as many properties as possible will be included.
