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Project Description:

Project involves removal of the existing asphalt trail and replacing it with a 12 foot wide concrete trail
connecting into Vandergriff Park. Along with the new concrete trail a new parking lot, benches, trash
receptacles and signage will also be included. The project will be constructed in conjunction with the Johnson

Creek sewer line replacement.

Project Status: Design Complete / Construction Delayed

The project master plan and construction documents are complete. The project has been delayed while waiting
on sewer line replacement by the Water Utilities Department. While waiting on Water Utilities to complete their
project, the Army Corp of Engineers notified the State Historical Commission about the work on site. The State
Historical Commission asked the Parks Department to complete an Archeological Survey of the area due to the
historic nature of the site. The Archeologist has prepared the intensive survey and is complete. We received an
acceptance letter from the state to proceed with construction. The plans are currently under building
inspections review. Project is currently scheduled to bid in November 2009 and start construction February

2010.
