RECOMMENDATION
Conduct public hearing and consider specific use permit.

REQUEST
The applicant requests a Specific Use Permit (SUP) for Gas Drilling on a 2.988-acre tract of

land zoned “LI” (Light Industrial); generally located north of West Mayfield Road and east of
South Cooper Street with the approximate address of 2825 South Cooper Street.

ANALYSIS

The site is currently undeveloped. The site has frontage on South Cooper Street, but the
pad site is setback further in the "LI" zoned area of the site. The surrounding uses include
a gas station, auto service, and various warehouse type uses. According to the submitted
site plan, drilling activities do not appear to be located within 600-feet from protected uses.
The closest protected use is an apartment complex to the east, just over 1,000-feet away
from the proposed well head area. In addition, this site is approximately 7,950 feet from
the Doskocil Drill Site.

Transportation access to the site is proposed from Interstate 20 Highway to South Cooper
Street, a designated Major Arterial. The site will be accessed via an existing concrete
driveway. The drill site’s specific traffic route will be reviewed with any subsequent gas well
permit application.

After completion of all wells, a solid masonry wall with a minimum height of eight feet and
landscaping must enclose all completed wells and tanks located within the operation site.
Landscaping should consist of trees and shrubs which must be chosen from the Texas
Smartscape List. One tree shall be provided every 35 linear feet and shrubs shall be spaced
no greater than three feet on center. A detailed landscape plan and plant schedule must be
provided upon drilling permit submittal. The property owner shall be responsible for the
installation, preservation, and maintenance of all landscaping and physical features shown
on this site plan.

Staff recommended a ten-foot street setback and landscaping at one tree per 35 linear feet
along South Cooper Street. However, the applicant indicated that the site is set far back
from South Cooper Street and has a gas station buffering the proposed site from South
Cooper Street.

The applicant is not proposing a frac pond on this site. The applicant is proposing to
purchase water from the City of Arlington to serve as the site’s water source for drilling and
fracing operations. The proposed pipeline connection is to the existing DFW Midstream
Arlington Lateral located north of the Pioneer Parkway Corridor.

The East Sector Plan designates this area as "RC" (Retail Corridor), with appropriate zoning
for this designation being "CS" (Community Service).
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One of the strategies identified in the 1992 Comprehensive Plan for industrial
uses/developments is to provide industrial developments with direct access to commercial
transportation facilities such as railroads, major trucking routes and airports. Another
identified strategy is to locate new industrial areas near a major arterial intersection with
direct access to a major arterial or freeway.

The subject site has frontage on South Cooper Street, a major arterial, with direct access to
Interstate 20 less than a mile to the south. Although the site meets the strategies for
industrial uses, neither the 1992 Comprehensive Plan nor the East Sector Plan addresses
gas drilling as a use. City Council, however, adopted Ordinance 07-071 in 2007, which
allows gas drilling with a specific use permit in all zoning districts.

The proposed use for gas drilling and production will require a Gas Well Permit and must
also comply with the standards outlined in the "Gas Drilling and Production™ Chapter of the
Code. The applicant proposes to comply with the Gas Drilling and Production Ordinance.

An SUP does not alter the underlying zoning and therefore will
not alter the traffic generated over the life of the well. The
shortest route is South Cooper Street to Interstate 20 Highway.
Both are state highways and are approved truck routes. The
congestion on South Cooper Street is heavy during AM and PM
peak hours.

The following information is needed at the time of permit to
evaluate the suitability of the water distribution system to serve
as the supply source for a gas well drilling site.

1. A site plan of the proposed drill site, including the
location of the fire hydrant(s) proposed to supply water
to the site.

2. An estimate of total volume of water desired.

3. Approximate dates water supply will be needed at the
site.

Based on the information provided, additional infrastructure
may be required to be constructed.

The site is located in the Johnson Creek Drainage Basin. The
site has approximately 10-percent within the FEMA floodway.
No significant drainage impacts are expected to result from
development of this site as long as all relevant city ordinances
are complied with.

Fire Station Number 9, located at 4929 South Cooper Street,
provides protection to this site. The estimated fire response
time is 4.54 minutes, which is in keeping with recommended
standards.

This property is located in the jurisdiction of the Arlington
Independent School District (AISD). AISD has not indicated
the proposal has any impact on the school district.
