Cliff Summer Camp provides daily morning snacks, lunch, and afternoon snacks for all campers at no additional 
cost. Campers are also welcome to bring their own lunch if preferred, especially for picky eaters.

Swim Days 
Campers will participate in weekly swim trips at Allen Bolden Pool during most weeks of camp. 

• Tuesdays: Ages 5 to 8 
• Thursdays: Ages 9 to 12 

Please note: 

• There will be no regular swim days during Week 1 or Week 11. 



• Swim schedules and locations are subject to change. 

 
Swim Test Information: 
Campers wishing to swim in deeper water must complete a swim test which includes: 

• Jumping into the water 
• Fully submerging themselves 
• Swimming approximately 15 yards 
• Exiting the pool independently 

 
Life jackets are available if needed. Arm floaties are not permitted. 

Camp Expectations & Rules 
To help create a safe and positive environment for everyone, campers are expected to: 

• Follow staff directions 
• Keep hands and feet to themselves 
• Respect other campers, staff, and facility spaces 
• Use appropriate language 
• Participate positively in activities 
• Stay with their assigned group 
• Help maintain a safe and welcoming camp environment 

 
Bags and backpacks are not permitted at camp unless campers are bringing a change of clothes or necessary 
personal items for camp activities. 
 
Please do not send toys, trading cards, electronics, or personal play items to camp unless specifically approved for 
a themed activity or special event. Cliff Summer Camp is not responsible for lost, damaged, or stolen personal 
items. 
 
Repeated behavioral concerns may result in parent meetings, suspension, or removal from camp depending on 
severity.
