PIPE COLLARS

NTS REV: 7/18/17

CUT THE EXISTING END OF THE PIPE SO AS
TO PRESENT A FLUSH BUTT JOINT. BRUSH
AND CLEAN ALL PIPES.

APPLY THE MASTIC JOINT SEALANT TO THE
FIRST 6 INCHES OF EACH PIPE.

BUTT THE PIPES TOGETHER LEAVING A
MINIMUM OF 12 INCHES X 6 INCHES DEEP
EXCAVATION UNDER AND AROUND EACH PIPE
END.

CUT A PIECE OF SHEET METAL, 18 INCHES
WIDE, GUAGE NO. 19, BY THE OUTSIDE
CIRCUMFERENCE OF THE PIPE PLUS 3 INCHES
LONG.

WRAP THE SHEET METAL AROUND THE PIPES,
9 INCHES ON EACH SIDE OF THE JOINT

SHEET METAL AND TIGHTEN.

WIPE OFF ANY EXCESS MASTIC JOINT SEALANT
THAT OOZES OUT FROM BETWEEN THE SHEET
METAL AND PIPES.

FORM AND PLACE CLASS C, 5 1/2 SACK,
3600 PSI CONCRETE AROUND THE JOINT.

\NO. 3 REBAR ON 6" CENTERS
