NIGHT OUT AWARDS

that Arlington received first place in its 2024 National 
Night Out Awards program, which recognizes 
communities for outstanding participation and 
engagement during the annual event. 

The Arlington PD Crime Prevention Unit is in charge 
of organzing NNO every year. They host events, 
gather donations, and help register and organize 
parties. This recent award marks the second 
consecutive year and the fourth time in five years 
(2020, 2021, 2023, 2024) that Arlington has taken 
top honors for cities with a population of 300,000+. 
Arlington has placed in the Top 3 nationally every 
year since 2015.
